Young people are the future of Hong Kong, and we
wish to help them unleash their full potential with an
enabling environment. Partnering with Youth Square,
we co-organised the Glocal Fellowship Programme in
2015. The programme aims to instil the global citizenship
mindset into the participants through a series of different
workshops and once-in-a-lifetime overseas volunteering

opportunities.

The programme was well-received and attracted more
than 600 applications. After initial screening, 200
applicants were invited to join three training workshops
on branding, travelling and volunteering. Through
understanding the concept of glocalisation and global
citizenship, participants were inspired and motivated to
initiate actions and changes in their daily lives to make the

world a better place.

After the workshops, participants had to submit creative
and innovative proposals on how they intended to
make a difference to the world. A total of 53 participants
were identified as ‘Glocal Fellows’.
